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Q 94. Is there any use of the moral law to man since
 the fall? 

A Although no man, since the fall, can attain to righteousness 
and life by the moral law;1 yet there is great use thereof, as 

well common to all men, as peculiar either to the unregenerate, 
or the regenerate.2

Q 95. Of what use is the moral law to all men?

A The moral law is of use to all men, to inform them of the holy 
nature and will of God,1 and of their duty, binding them to 

walk accordingly;2 to convince them of their disability to keep it, 
and of the sinful pollution of their nature, hearts, and lives;3 to 
humble them in the sense of their sin and misery,4 and thereby 
help them to a clearer sight of the need they have of Christ,5 and 
of the perfection of his obedience.6
